mandate for the ranking of Universities either 
locally or internationally and would therefore 
not impose the choice of institution of study 
on its prospective scholars under its 
Scholarship programme.

Professor Bogoro stated this while speaking 
at a meeting with some stranded TETFund 
scholars in Malaysia.

He said this against the backdrop of 
classification of Universities and other 
training institutions by the erstwhile 
Management of the Fund as a pre-requisite 
for qualification for AST&D sponsorship.

The meeting, which is part of the ongoing 
efforts by the Professor-Bogoro-led 
Management to give succour to stranded 
foreign scholars in different parts of the 

world, afforded the TETFund Boss the 
opportunity to announce some changes 
taking place in the Fund to revitalize the 
Scholarship Programme.

Part of the changes, he said, was the review 
of the maximum sponsorship period of three 
years for Doctoral Degrees to four years.

Prof. Bogoro disclosed that as a practical 
step towards addressing the problems of 
stranded TETFund scholars in all parts of the 
world, directives have been given to the 
AST&D Department of the Fund to 
commence an immediate pro rata 
intervention and resolution of specific 
stranded scholars problems.

Bogoro further stated that the Fund has 
placed a moratorium on AST&D activities 
for 2019 pending the resolution of all issues 
pertaining to stranded scholars.

Speaking on the contribution of the Fund's 
Scholarship programme towards training of 
lecturers in public tertiary institutions in 
Nigeria, the TETFund boss revealed that over 
60% of lecturers in the Nigerian university 
system are now Doctorate degree holders as 
against 40% that was obtainable  4 years ago.

Prof. Bogoro commended the Executive 
Secretary NUC, Prof. Abubakar Rasheed for  
organising the interactive session and stated that 
the Fund would continue to partner with NUC, 
the Industry and other stakeholders in promoting 
and supporting problem-solving research in 
Nigeria.
